Helping to Keep the Navyôs Air Forces Flying  
 

U.S. Navy’s Airworthiness Office (AIR-4.0P) 
 
Criterion is working with Naval Air Systems 
Command (NAVAIR) to migrate the Airworthiness 
web site to a system that meets the evolving 
operational needs of the Navy.  The fleet-wide, 
mission-critical web site is viewed daily at Navy 
bases and ships deployed around the world, and 
must be extensible, secure, easy to maintain and 
user friendly. Criterion’s software engineering team 

is providing full-scale Software Development Life Cycle (SDLC) support and 
using formal software engineering practices to achieve CMMI Level II 
certification for this requirement. The team 
operates from Criterion’s Lexington Park, 
MD facility in close proximity to the 
Patuxent River Naval Air Station.

U.S. Air Force – HQ AFCENT 
 
Criterion provided mission-critical information system 
support (including software development, database 
development, application design, maintenance and 
training) to U.S. Air Forces Central (USAFCENT) at Shaw 
Air Force Base in South Carolina. In addition to offering 
CONUS and OCONUS support for mission-critical 
Microsoft Sharepoint implementations, Criterion’s two 
teams of software engineers were deployed to the 

Southwest Asia theater of operations. 
 

Providing State of the Art ISR Capability  
 
U.S. Air Force – Air Force Research 
Laboratory (AFRL) 
 
Criterion is working with the Air Force Research 
Laboratory (AFRL), at Wright Patterson Air Force 
Base, to deploy ISR Data Fusion to the 
operational edge. At the core of the company’s 
ISR Fusion solution is a miniature 
supercomputer called the Phantom. The solution 

provides near-real-time fusion, analysis and processing of multiple disparate 
data streams from electro optical and infrared sensors. The solution is being 
tested in the laboratory and deployed aboard five aircraft in the Southwest Asia 
theater of operations in Spring 2010.

U.S. Army – Business Transformation 
Agency (BTA) 
 
The U.S. Department of Defense Business 
Transformation Agency (BTA) teamed with 
Criterion to create a streamlined, intuitive, web-
based approach to voter registration for 
uniformed service members and U.S. citizens 
living abroad. As the prime contractor for 

software engineering, Criterion developed the Federal Voter Assistance 
Program (FVAP) electronic voter registration site. The site captures the 
intricacies of the nation’s registration system in an intuitive environment that 
tailors itself to allow each unique user to register for absentee voting and 
receive ballots. The Criterion team provided the full scope of software 
engineering services, including requirements analysis, design, development, 
testing and Operation & Maintenance (O&M).
